Thank you for your interest in the Macomb College Battle of the Bands. Battle of the Bands will be held on May 1st, 2009 at 6pm in the Macomb Center for the Performing Arts located at Center Campus in Clinton Township. 

The following are important information and rules regarding the Battle of the Bands. 
Eligibility

· At the time of application, bands must submit their completed registration form, a demo CD or tape with at least 1 original song, a stage layout and a $20 entry fee. If your band is not chosen, your money will be refunded and demo CD or tape returned 

· Members of the band must not be signed to a major recording label
· The band must consist of a minimum of 2 members and maximum of 7 members all over the age of 16

· Any style of music is accepted, but remember that you will be performing in a public facility for a variety of people and ages

· Bands must be from Macomb, Oakland or Wayne Counties

Rules

· All bands will be required to play a 20-minute time slot

· Points will be deducted for playing over the time limit (3 points per minute)
· Any band members who appear to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs or any other controlled substance will result in band disqualification. In addition, the person in question will be asked to leave the premises for the remainder of the competition.

· Each band will be required to sell 50 tickets and submit the money prior to the event. There will be a point deduction for bands who do not sell all of their tickets.
· All band members must be present from 5pm until the end of the event
Prizes

· First place will receive studio time
· 2nd and 3rd place will receive prizes (TBD)

The following will be provided

· 8’x8’ carpeted drum riser

· Drum kit (you must provide cymbals and sticks)

· Vocal microphones

· DI boxes

· All equipment will be run through the house sound system and will be mixed by the house sound engineer

Judging Criteria

· Content: appearance, appropriate material, stage presence

· Originality: quality of original music

· Time: use of time (20 minutes)

· Stage Presence: energetic presentation, professionalism

· Musical Ability: vocal/instrumental, complexity of music

· Entertainment Value

· Audience Vote
